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The Purpose
The premium must be used to fund additional and sustainable improvements to the provision of PE and sport, for the benefit of primary-aged pupils, in the 2023 to 2024 academic year, to encourage the development of healthy, active lifestyles.
Vision - Government
All pupils leaving primary school physically literate and with the knowledge, skills and motivation necessary to equip them for a healthy lifestyle and lifelong participation in physical activity and sport.
Vision – School
We aspire to provide all children with the opportunity to fulfil their sporting potential and make lifelong, healthy choices. We want all pupils to enjoy physical activity and to appreciate its benefits, while embodying the core principles of PE Hub to develop their: social, personal, physical, creative, cognitive and health and fitness skills.

Objectives
Schools must use the funding to make additional and sustainable improvements to the quality of physical education (PE), physical activity and sport they offer. This means that Standens Barn Primary School will use the premium to:
